SOME BASIC CAMP RULES 

 All persons involved in camp must be registered upon 
arrival. 

 All money must be handed over at the time of registra-
tion, that is, camp fees, tuck money, bus fare, and extra 
money. No money or other valuables must be kept on 
your person.  

 No one is allowed to leave the compound without the 
permission of the Camp Director or other senior staff. 

 Male and female campers are not allowed in the quar-
ters/dorm of the other. 

 Modest walking shorts are permitted. Sporting shorts are 
for sporting activities only. 

 Sporting shorts, merinos and spaghetti straps are 
not allowed in the chapel or dining area. 

 Except where medical report dictates otherwise, all 
campers are required to participate in all scheduled activ-
ities at the specified times. 

 Do not eat or store food in the dorms. 

 The use of sports gear, outside sports time is not al-
lowed. Permission must be given by the Sports Director 
to play with and use gears. 

 No "pranks" of any form are tolerated, that is, tooth-

pasting, polishing, powdering, etc. Do it and you'll be on 
the next bus home!!! 

 Use of our neighbour's goods is prohibited. Seek the 
owner’s permission if you have need for the use of any 
article other than your own. 

 Defacement of the walls of dorms or property in general 
is prohibited. Don't pick the flowers or trample them. 

 "Lights out" must be observed as scheduled. 

 The kitchen is out of bounds except when on duty. 

 Smoking, use of illicit drugs or sexual misconduct 
will not be tolerated! Offenders will be sent home!! 

 Weapons of any kind are prohibited. If found in your 
possession, you will be sent home. 

 

 Where necessary, the police will be called in 
and parents/guardians/relatives duly advised. 

 NMYM reserves the right to send a camper 
home at any time, should they deem such 
camper to be a threat to the smooth running of 
the camp.
